
PACKING LIST FOR TOUR/SUMMER 2006 
 
 Each traveler is limited to one suitcase, one full-length 
garment bag, one carry-on , one purse.  Each piece of 
luggage must be labeled with accurate personal identification 
information.  Each article of clothing--concert and casual --
must be labeled with your name. Please keep in mind in 
selecting your outfits of choice that you represent the Alaska 
Children's Choir and your state at all times!  No midriff tops 
or short skirts or short shorts will be allowed.

  Black skirt--Stretch chino skirt in Lands End catalogue (p. 
22, Item C) 
  Khaki skort--Cargo chino skort in Lands End catalogue 
(p.19, Item C) 
  Classic Navy Blue skort—Cargo chino skort in Lands End 

catalogue (p. 19, Item C) 
  Black leather belt with small buckle, solid leather, not 
braided 
  White walking shoes with laces, canvas or leather 



  Black walking sandals--fisherman style sandal, Aerosoles " 4 
Give" or "4 Get Me Not" 
  At least 5 pairs of white socks , no stripes or decorations 
  At least 5 pairs of underwear 
  Swimsuit with sealable plastic bag 
  Towel for swimming 
   
CLOTHING ITEMS (Concert Apparel) 
  These items should be packed for travel in your labeled ACC 
garment bag. 
  Complete Concert Uniform! 
     Girls:  Black and Red Gavotta Dress (from Southeastern 

Apparel), Necklace & Bracelet, Slip, Hose (several 
pairs), Black pumps 

     Boys:  5-piece tuxedo, black leather lace-up dress shoes 
(oxfords), black socks (at least two pair)      

     Complete Renaissance Costume!  include accessories--
headpieces, appropriate shoes, jewelry, tights, etc. 

     Concert makeup--packed in labeled baggie--each singer 
should have his/her own  

• Blush (all singers): Clinique 'Iced Lotus' 
• Girls' Lipstick: Clinique 'Vintage Wine' 
• Boys' Lipstick: Clinique 'Honey Gloss' 

 
 
CLOTHING ITEMS (Own choice and casual wear) 
  Black sweatpants or yoga pants for use on airplane or during 

down time (optional--but very nice to have) 
  Pajamas, light robe, slippers 
  Casual outfits to wear during down time--one or two--no 
blue jeans or denim garments! 
  Dressy outfit to wear to Dinner/Broadway evening and 

supper/dance on ferry around Manhattan (ACC Red 
Carpet event!) 



 
NON CLOTHING ITEMS 
  Travel alarm clock 
  Laundry Bag  
  Woolite or other suitable hand-washing detergent 
  Downey or other fabric softener  
  Laundry line 
  At least 3 plastic hangers 
  Clothes pins 
  Travel Iron or Steamer 
  Hair dryer/curling iron as desired 
  Cosmetic and toiletry articles--toothbrush, toothpaste, 

deodorant, hairbrush, comb, soap, shampoo, conditioner, 
razor, etc. 

  Sunglasses 
  Sunscreen 
  Sewing kit 
  Personal medical needs (aspirin, tylenol, etc.) 
  Throat lozenges and Vitamins--Vitamin C recommended 
  Camera, film and batteries to last the trip 
  Lint brush 
  White shoe polish 
  Black shoe polish and brush 
  Small Alaska-themed trinkets/gifts to trade with other 
choirs 
  Postcards to give to new friends from other choirs 
  Homestay gifts/thank you cards (2 each – Mahopac, NY and 
Leverett, MA) 
  Umbrella 
  Small notebook/journal 
  Pen/Pencil 
  Choir notebook with music (all music must be labeled with 

name) 



   a zippered notebook is a good idea, 3 sharpened pencils 
  Water bottle--labeled with name 
 
 
 
SPENDING MONEY and IDENTIFICATION CARD 
  It is recommended that you take most of your money in 
travellers' checks or use an ATM card. 
You will need to purchase a few meals during the trip--15 or 
so.  Plan on $150 or so for meals and some extra for 
spending money.   You will need to purchase water or other 
beverages between meals and money for souvenirs, gifts.  
Some singers will need more than others for shopping! 
 Some singers have used ATM cards in the past--parents will 
need to set it up for your singer.  Singers must remember the 
PIN!  and must remember NOT to write the PIN on the card 
or have it anywhere in your wallet.   
 It's also a good idea to keep money, travellers' checks, 
identification cards, ATM cards in a small pouch to be held 
close to your body.   
  Singers will need a picture ID card--driver's license, 
passport or state-issued personal ID card.
